Below is a listing of LCYAHL committees and the key activities in which they are involved.  Thank you for your support of the LCYAHL.

Membership Recruitment:  Develop programs to increase skating and hockey participation by recruiting for in-house, travel, and adult leagues as well as for our skating and hockey clinics.  Implement the new Broomball league at LIR.
Travel Hockey:  Work with team managers and the LCYAHL hockey director to enhance the travel hockey program.  Plan special events (end of season banquet, player pictures, etc.) for the travel teams.

In-house Hockey:  Work with team managers and the LCYAHL hockey director to enhance the in-house hockey program.  Plan special events (end of season banquet, player pictures, etc.) for the in-house teams.
Fundraising:  Generate additional operating revenue by holding various fundraising initiatives throughout each fiscal year.  The fundraising committee is focused on increasing membership participation in the league fundraisers and implementing programs aimed at returning part of fundraising profits back to our teams.
Communications:  Responsible for maintaining the LCYAHL and LIR websites, producing the annual Ice Chips brochure, and producing newsletters and other materials to keep the membership and general public informed of LCYAHL and rink news.
Kitchener Program:  Plan, promote, and run the annual hockey and friendship exchange program with the Kitchener, Ontario teams.

Tournaments:  Help plan, promote, and run hockey tournaments at the Lancaster Ice Rink as requested by LCYAHL travel and in-house teams.

Apparel and Merchandising:  Responsible for selecting and purchasing all team uniforms, Firebirds apparel, and Firebirds spirit wear.
Facilities Committee:  Oversee running, upkeep and improvements for the Lancaster Ice Rink.  Plan and coordinate the annual rink shutdown.

Sponsorship / Advertising Committee:  Develop and implement the LCYAHL sponsorship and advertising campaigns to bring supplemental revenues to the the hockey programs and the Lancaster Ice Rink.
